The Cougars built a seven-point lead before Incarnate Word rallied to within 64-62 on a
basket by senior forward Calvin Williams with 31.5 seconds remaining. Junior guard T.J.
Walker then sealed the victory for Azusa Pacific by hitting a pair of free throws with 7.2
seconds on the clock.

DeVries led Azusa Pacific with 21 points, including five three-point field goals. Walker
