GEORGETOWN DEFEATS TOP-SEEDED AZUSA PACIFIC FOR BERTH IN NAIA CHAMPIONSHIP

(TULSA, Okla.)--Georgetown College (Ky.) reached the title game of the 61° Annual Saint
Francis Health System-NAIA Division | Men's Basketball National Championship with a 94-76 victory
against Azusa Pacific University (Calif.) Saturday at the Mabee Center.

The Tigers, the tournament's No. 4 seed, led from start to finish in defeating the top-seeded
Cougars. Georgetown is now 35-3 overall and will appear in the NAIA championship game for the
second time in three years. In the 1996 finals, the Tigers were defeated by Oklahoma City University,
86-80.

In addition, Georgetown snapped Azusa Pacific's 17-game winning streak, which was the third-
longest in all of four-year men's college basketball.

"| thought our players did a super job," said Georgetown head coach Happy Osbome. "l think
the credit goes to our entire team. We shot the ball very well and that says a lot for our game plan. This
was by far our best game of the season.”

Georgetown scored the first 10 points to open the game, and took its biggest lead of the half,
39-24, with 2:59 left in the first half. The Tigers shot 68 percent in the opening period as they held a 42-
32 halftime advantage.

Azusa Pacific rallied to within 51-45 on a free throw by sophomore center Bryan Lucas with
13:11 remaining. But Georgetown eventually regained a double-digit lead and used a 10-3 run to
extend its margin to 78-58 with 4:54 to play.

The Tigers connected on 65.3 percent of their shots from the field. They were 32 of 49 from the
floor, including 7 of 14 from three-point range.

"We've accomplished so much but we didn't play our game," said Azusa Pacific head coach Bill
Odell. "We didn't play well. We just didn't execute and do the little things that got us here."

Four Georgetown players scored in double figures. Junior guards Barry Bowman and Anthony
Holt led the effort with 21 points each. Bowman also added a team-leading six assists.Sophomore
forward Will Carlton notched 20 points and- & game-high 16 rebounds. :

"We're a lot more athletic than we were back (in 1996)," said Georgetown senior guard David
Shee, who had 17 points. "l honestly believe this team can go farther than any other Georgetown team
has, and that's (to) win a national championship."

The Cougars ended their year at 34-5 overall. They were led by 13 points from senior forward -
Micah Sullivan. Senior center Nate Getz chipped in with 12 points and a team-high seven rebounds,
while junior guard T.J. Walker posted 11 points and six assists.
